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ART 111 ART APPRECIATION 3 cr. (3-0) 
 
COURSE DESCRIPTION: 
 
This course attempts to develop interest, aptitude, and understanding through visual, 
verbal, and actual experience with media.  A basis for approaching visual arts is also 
included.  Emphasis is on exposure to the visual arts. 
 
PREREQUISITES:    None 
 
COURSE OBJECTIVES: 
 

• To learn basic terminology, concepts and styles of visual art 
• To be able to talk and write about art 
• To be able to approach work you have never seen before 
• To list the elements and principles of design 
• To have an awareness of materials used by visual artists 
• To experience various materials and methods of artists

COURSE REQUIREMENTS: 
 
 1. Students should buy and read the textbook as assigned, Living with Art by Mark 

Getlein, eighth edition. 
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 2. Students are expected to come prepared to be engaged participants through 
listening, looking, discussing, asking and answering questions. 

 3. Students are responsible for all information presented in class, including 
announcements. 

 4. Tests will be given on a timely basis and must be taken with the class.  In 
exception, make-up tests will be given only with approval and must be taken 
within one week of the initial test date.  Only one make-up opportunity will be 
allowed during the semester.  Requests will be considered on an individual basis. 

 5. Essays must be typed. 
 6. At least ten (10) hours of class time will be used for studio activities with hands-

on experiences which relate to lecture material.  Students will need to buy a 
modest amount of studio materials as needed. 

 7. Attendance will be taken every session.  Three absences maximum are allowed. 
For each absence over three, the student will lose 10 points from the final 
course score. 

 8. Class participation will be considered in the final grade. 
 
Student Success Center.  Tutors may be obtained through the Student Success Center. 
Contact the staff in C219 if this service is desired.  John A. Logan College will make 
reasonable accommodations for students with documented disabilities under Section 
504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973, and the Americans with Disabilities Act of 1990.

If you stop attending for any reason, you should contact your advisor and withdraw 
officially to avoid the posting of a failing grade (an E) to your transcript.  It is also 
advisable to discuss the situation with your instructor before dropping.
